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,LOGOS” in the Interwar Lithuania: History, Authors

SUMMARY

The philosophical journal “Logos” was published in the interwar Lithuania from 1921 to 1938. During this
period, a total of 33 issues were published. For more than thirty authors, this journal gave the stage to
speak publicly on philosophical and various other questions. Initially, the journal was published as a
private initiative. Later it became a publication of the Faculty of Theology and Philosophy at the Univer-
sity of Lithuania. To write this article, the protocols of two hundred and fifty Faculty Council meetings had
to be reviewed. This material revealed the main challenges faced by Pranas Dovydaitis, the chief editor of
the journal. Also, the chosen object of the research was the correspondence of the chief editor with the
head of Kaunas city and county, letters from the Ministry of Education to the President of Vytautas Magnus
University, provisions of the Press Law of the Republic of Lithuania. The article reveals the history of the
journal. It reminds us of the lives and fate of its authors. In addition, the article laconically discusses the
topics covered in the journal.

The article is mainly based on the documents and literature found in the Lithuanian Central State
Archives, Martynas Mazvydas National Library of Lithuania.

Tarpukario Lietuvoje filosofijos Zur-
nalas ,,Logos” buvo leidziamas nuo 1921
iki 1938 m. I8 pradziy zZurnalas buvo lei-
dziamas filosofijos mégéjy biirelio inicia-
tyva, taciau 1923 m. sausio mén. nuspres-
ta, kad Zurnalg leis Lietuvos universiteto
Teologijos-Filosofijos fakultetas. Visa
zurnalo leidimo laikotarpj jo redaktoriu-
mi buvo universiteto profesorius Pranas
Dovydaitis. I viso buvo isleisti 33 Zurna-
lo numeriai, kuriuose savo darbus pa-
skelbé per trisdesimt Lietuvos autoriy.
Dauguma jy buvo universiteto déstytojai.

Leidinyje buvo spausdinami ne tik
originalis filosofijos, religijos, kultiiros,
teisés, fizikos, logikos, matematikos, bio-
logijos, biofiziologijos, psichiatrijos, psi-
chologijos, kalbotyros, istorijos ir kity
sriciy straipsniai, bet ir pateikiami Vaka-
ry Europos filosofy veikaly vertimai,
informacija apie filosofijai skirtus rengi-
nius Lietuvoje ir kitose valstybése, ap-
zvelgiama uZsienio filosofiné literatiira
bei skelbiama naujausia informacija apie

Lietuvos, véliau Vytauto DidZiojo uni-
versiteto Teologijos-Filosofijos fakulteto
leidinius, jvykius, be to, nuolat buvo
plétojama filosofijos terminija lietuviy
kalba ir informuojama apie ja.

Straipsnyje atskleidziama Zurnalo
,Logos” istorija, i8Stikiai, su kuriais su-
sidiiré zurnalo redaktorius P. Dovydaitis,
straipsniy autoriy gyvenimai ir likimai,
lakoniskai aptariamos Zurnale gvilden-
tos temos.

ZURNALO ,LOGOS” TIKSLAS, UZDAVINIAI, PRADZIA

Zurnalas ,,Logos” buvo vienas i trijy
laikras¢iy, pavadinty klasikinés graiky
kalbos zodZiais, — dar du leidiniai vadino-
si ,, Kosmos” ir ,,Soter”. , Kosmos” buvo
gamtos ir geografijos (,Salimai”) moksly
zurnalas!, leidziamas nuo 1920 m., ,,So-
ter” — lyginamosios religijos mokslo zur-

nalas, pradétas leisti 1924 m. Redaktorius
P. Dovydaitis minéjo, kad Sie trys leidi-
niai turéjo atstovauti ,tam tikroms gam-
tos ir dvasios gyvenimo sritims” (Dovy-
daitis 1921a: 127).

Lietuvoje ,Logos” pradétas leisti
1921 m. Nuo 1921 iki 1923 m. laikrastj lei-
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do filosofijos mégéjy birelis. Autoré ne-
rado nei Sio biirelio steigimo dokumenty,
nei jo sudéties (galbit Sis burelis ir buvo
biisimo Teologijos-Filosofijos fakulteto
branduolys). Gali buti, kad tokiy doku-
menty ir nebuvo. Juk laikrastis pradétas
leisti, kai dar net nebuvo jsteigtas Lietu-
vos universitetas, t. y. privacia iniciatyva.

IS pradziy P. Dovydaitis nemané, jog
leidinys taps periodiniu. Tai patvirtina
P. Dovydaicio 1922 m. raSytas pareiski-
mas Kauno miesto ir apskrities virsinin-
kuiZ ,,Siuomi pareiskiu <..>, kad filoso-
fijos zZurnalas , Logos”, kurio pirmasis
sasiuvinis yra iSéjes pernai metais, dabar
jau bus perijodinis.” I Sio pareiSkimo
paaiskéjo ir zurnalo leidimo periodisku-
mas. Ji buvo planuojama spausdinti nuo
dviejy iki keturiy karty per metus Lie-
tuvos Valstybés spaustuvéje. Pareiskime
P. Dovydaitis jvardijo save, Lietuvos
universitete éjusj ekstraordinarinio pro-
fesoriaus pareigas, kaip , atsakomajj”
redaktoriy ir leidéja. Minétu pareiskimu
buvo siekiama gauti pazyméjimus vi-
siems trims leidiniams — ,, Kosmos”, ,,Lo-
gos” ir ,Soter”, kad jie bty sékmingai
iSspausdinti. Be tokio pazyméjimo ir
redaktoriaus parasyto pareiskimo, re-
miantis 1919 m. redakcijos Spaudos jsta-
tymo 17 paragrafu, leidiniai galéjo buti
konfiskuoti, o leidéjai baudziami nuo

1000 iki 5000 auksiny arba aresto nuo
vieno iki trijy meénesiy.

Zurnalo ,Logos” tikslo apibtidinima
aptikome viename i$ P. Dovydaicio gy-
venimo aprasymuy, pateikty Lietuvos
universiteto vadovybei. P. Dovydaitis
zurnalg , Logos” apibiidino lakoniskai:
,visiems dvasios, gamtos ir visuomenés
filosofijos klausimams“3 nagrinéti. Sis
tikslas buvo detalizuotas pirmame leidi-
nio straipsnyje apie filosofijos kilme,
savoka, uzdavinius, sritis. Cia P. Dovy-
daitis atskleidé ir pagrindinius ,, Logos”
uzdavinius. Jis pabrézé, kad inteligenti-
jai, o ypac¢ ugdant jaunaja inteligentija,
bitinas filosofinis orientavimasis. Dar
svarbiau tai dél to, kad lietuvis inteligen-
tas dirbo jaunos ,,savo nepriklausomos
valstybés kiirimo darba”. Taigi, redakto-
riaus nuomone, leidinys , Logos” turéjo
skleisti filosofines Zinias, ugdyti masty-
ma: ,mokys juos pacius ,filosofuot” <...>,
turim iSmokt jzvelgt, kur problemos
prasideda, steigtis savo jégomis padirbét
jas iSsprest ir pries esamus iSsprendimo
bandymus arba jgyt savito, laisvo jsiti-
kinimo, arba esamuose iSsprendimuose
isigyvent savo indivydu” (Dovydaitis
1921b: 7).

Ant 1924 m. iSleisto laikrascio ,,Lo-
gos” buvo parasyta: ,LeidZia Lietuvos
universiteto Teologijos-Filosofijos fakul-
teto Filosofijos skyrius”. 1923 m. sausio
3 d. Teologijos-Filosofijos fakulteto tary-
ba posédyje patvirtino Zurnala , Logos”
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kaip fakulteto leidinj: ,Fakultetas 1923
metais pradeda leisti filosofijos laikrastj
vardu ,, Logos“.

Ta dieng buvo patvirtintos ir kitos
taisykleés, susijusios su Siuo leidiniu: pir-
ma, leidinio bendraautoriai turéjo buiti ex



officio visi fakulteto filosofijos skyriaus
profesoriai; antra, Zurnalas turéjo iSeiti
ne reciau kaip karta per semestra ir ne
daugiau kaip du kartus per metus (tokios
taisyklés buvo laikomasi ir véliau, nes
1932 m. raste Kauno miesto ir apskrities
virSininkui® P. Kuraitis pazyméjo, kad
zurnalai , Logos” ir , Athenaeum” yra
periodiniai, leidZziami po du kartus per
metus); trecia, numeris turéjo baiti Simto
spaudos puslapiy; ketvirta, didesniy
straipsniy santraukos ir leidinio turinys
turéjo biiti iSversti j pranciizy ir vokieciy
kalbas, o uzsienio kalba parasytas straips-
nis turéjo biti iSverstas i lietuviy kalbg;
penkta, leidinio pavadinimas turéjo buti
rasomas lotyny kalba, uzsienio moksli-
ninky pavardés rasomos originalia kalba,
jei ju kilmés tautos vartojo lotyny abécé-
lg, jei ne, tai , pavardéms isreiksti varto-
jama lotyniskai-lietuviska fonetiné trans-
cripcija nelietuvinant pavardés garso”;

Tq pacia dieng Zur-
nalo ,Logos” redaktoriumi buvo iSrink-
tas fakulteto profesorius P. Dovydaitis,
nors §is ir noréjo atsisakyti pareigy: , at-
sisakinéjant nuo redagavimo, jis visgi vél
iSrinktas atviru ir slaptu balsavimu laik-
rascio redaktoriumi”.

Po keliy savaiciy nuo aprasyto posé-
dZzio redaktorius Fakulteto tarybai patei-
ké skai¢iavimus, i$ kuriy paaiskéjo, kad
buvo planuojama spausdinti 1500 zur-
nalo ,Logos” egzempliorius®, o véliau
buvo apsistota ties tiikstanciu egzem-
plioriy’. Kartu buvo prasoma atitinka-

mos sumos Zurnalui iSspausdinti. Re-
daktorius nuolatos keldavo finansinius
leidiniy klausimas, pavyzdziui, 1924 m.
gruodzio mén. Fakulteto tarybos pose-
dyje buvo svarstyta dél piniginiy lésy
skyrimo leidiniams , Logos” ir , Soter”.
Buvo nuspresta, kad Fakulteto taryba
prasys universiteto rektoriaus , tarpinin-
kauti gauti tiems leidiniams baigti spaus-
dinti i§ Fakulteto samatos 9000 lity”, taip
pat nuspresta, kad redaktoriui uz darba
leidiniuose turéty buti mokamas dides-
nis atlyginimas kaip Fakulteto déstytojui
ad personam®, kadangi atskiras leidiniy
redaktoriaus etatas nebuvo jsteigtas.
1928 m. viename i$ fakulteto posé-
dziy P. Dovydaitis pristaté fakulteto lei-
diniy spausdinimo tvarka, kurig patvir-
tino Fakulteto prezidiumas’: kiekvieno
zurnalo numeriy buvo isleidziama po
tukstantj egzemplioriy. Leidinio kaina
buvo nustatoma tokiu principu: parda-
vus kiekvieno numerio astuonis Simtus
egzemplioriy ir atskaicius dvidesimt pen-
kis nuoSimcius sumos komisui, j valsty-
bés izda turéjo grjzti ne maziau kaip
visos islaidos, skirtos numeriui isleisti.
ISlaidas sudaré: ministry kabineto taisyk-
lémis nustatyti honorarai autoriams, ver-
téjams, trisdeSimties lity mokestis uz
lanka redaktoriui ir mokestis spaustuvei.
Taip pat buvo informuota, kad du Simtai
egzemplioriy nemokamai skiriama fakul-
tetui, i$ kuriy Simtas penkiasdeSimt ati-
duodama universiteto centrinei bibliote-
kai, du egzemplioriai — fakulteto knygy-
nui, po vieng egzemplioriy — universite-
to buhalterijai, rektoriui, prorektoriui,
fakultety dekanams, Zemés iikio akade-
mijai ir numeryje spausdinty straipsniy
autoriams, taip pat atitinkamoms redak-
cijoms. Studentams Zurnalai buvo par-
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duodami be dvideSimt penkiy komiso
procenty. Buvo nuspresta ir toliau laiky-
tis tokios tvarkos. Taciau ta tvarka, kei-
Ciantis aplinkybéms, vis keitési.

Su kokiomis tolesnémis problemomis
ar klausimais susidtré Zurnalo ,Logos”
redaktorius, galima spresti i$ Teologijos-
Filosofijos fakulteto tarybos posédziy
protokoluy.

Dazniausiai buvo diskutuojama dél
iSleistuose numeriuose atspausdinty
straipsniy honorary autoriams ir atlygi-
nimo redaktoriui. Jie buvo tvirtinami
pagal valstybiniy leidiniy normas. Taip
pat buvo sprendziama dél Zurnalo kai-
nos — egzempliorius kainavo apie deSimt
lity. Buvo priimami sprendimai studen-
tams pardavinéti zurnala uz savikaina!
arba apskritai pardavinéti Zurnalg perpus
pigiau, kad jis biity labiau perkamas, pa-
Zymint, jog ir kiti fakultetai mazina se-
nyjy leidiniy kainas ,ir sékmingai iSpar-
davinéja”!!. Karta buvo nuspresta, kad
leidiniai gali iSeiti tik 30 lanky siekiant
daugiau 168y skirti knygy leidybai. Zur-
nalas net kreipési j teisma, kadangi bend-
rove ,,gvyturys” neatsiskaité uz 1931 ir
1932 m. isleistus numerius. Atstovu teis-
me turéjo bati fakulteto dekanas'.

Fakulteto taryba kasmet spresdavo,
kuri leidykla turéty spausdinti leidinj —
,Spindulio”, Sviesos”, ,Zaibo*, Vil-
niaus ar Valstybés. DaZniausiai fakulteto
zurnaly leidéjy konkursa laimédavo tos

spaustuves, kurios pasitilydavo pigiau-
sig kaing!®. Fakulteto taryba taip pat
spresdavo, kuriame knygyne turéty bi-
ti parduodamas leidinys. Lediniuose i$
pradziy buvo rasoma , Reikalauti visuo-
se knygynuose”, véliau buvo informuo-
jama, kad leidiniai yra laikomi (,,sukrau-
tas”) Sv. Kazimiero Draugijos knygyne
Kaune ir jo skyriuose Siauliuose, Tel3iuo-
se, Ukmerggéje, Tauragéje, Radviliskyje ir
Kaisiadoryse. 1936 m. leidinyje buvo ir
toks prierasas: ,, visy Teologijos filosofijos
fakulteto leidiniy komisijonierius yra Sv.
Kazimiero Draugijos Centrinis Knygynas
Kaune”. Sis knygynas buvo pasirinktas
dél to, kad jis pasialé tinkamiausias sa-
lygas prekiauti fakulteto leidiniais, tad
su juo 1925 m. buvo sudaryta sutartis.

Posédziuose buvo svarstomi ir leidi-
niy egzemplioriy klausimai, pavyzdziui,
1931 m. buvo nuspresta spausdinti tik
po 500 zurnaly egzempliorius' (primin-
sime, kad i§ pradziy buvo planuota
spausdinti 1500, véliau — 1000 egzemp-
lioriy). Taip pat tartasi dél to, kas turi
pirmumo teise skelbti straipsnius, — pir-
miausia sitilyta leisti spausdinti fakulte-
to déstytojy straipsnius, po to — su fa-
kultetu turinéiy rys$j asmeny, galiau-
siai — uZzsienieciy straipsnius. Ne fakul-
teto déstytojams, publikuojantiems fa-
kulteto leidiniuose straipsnius, buvo
skiriama pusé honoraro, mokamo fakul-
teto déstytojams.

ZURNALAS ,LOGOS” IR CENZURA

Zurnalo redaktorius dél leidinio klau-
simy turéjo bendrauti ne tik su Fakulte-
to taryba, bet ir su Kauno miesto bei
apskrities virsininku, kadangi Sis buvo
tarsi pagrindinis 1919 m. redakcijos
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Spaudos jstatymo vykdytojas. Be to, at-
sakingiesiems redaktoriams buvo kelia-
mi reikalavimai, suformuluoti minéto
jstatymo 13 paragrafe, pagal kurj redak-
toriumi galéjo buti Lietuvos pilietis, teis-



mo nebaustas uz vagyste ir panasias
asmens garbe Zeminancias nusikalsta-
mas veikas. Taigi P. Dovydaitis turéjo
periodiskai informuoti virsininka, kad
néra jokiy klit¢iy bti jam zZurnalo ,Lo-
gos” atsakomuoju redaktoriumi®.

1935 m. buvo priimtas naujos redak-
cijos Spaudos jstatymas, kuris jtvirtino
Lietuvoje leidziamy spaudiniy cenziira.
Pavyzdziui, apskrities virSininkas galé-
davo sulaikyti, uzdrausti leidinio spaus-
dinima. Tokj savo sprendima jis turéda-
vo nusiysti vidaus reikaly ministrui, o
Sis galedavo pritarti tokiam sprendimui,
galédavo pats uzdrausti platinti leidi-
nius, konfiskuoti spaudinj. Tam, kad
leidinys biity spausdinamas, reikédavo
vidaus reikaly ministro leidimo. Istaty-
mo 12 straipsnyje buvo jtvirtinta, kad
valstybés leidZziamiems spaudiniams
minéti nuostatai negalioja. Ar ,, Logos”
buvo laikomas valstybés spaudiniu, ar
ne, straipsnio autorei sunku atsakyti.
Kiek zinoma, nuo 1921 m. Zurnalas bu-
vo leidZiamas privaciai, o nuo 1924 m.
jis jau buvo laikomas Teologijos-filoso-
fijos fakulteto Filosofijos skyriaus leidi-
niu (,,organu”). Kadangi universitetas
nebuvo laikomas privacia institucija,
manytina, ir leidinys neturéjo bti lai-

komas privaciu. Be to, vienoje archyvuo-
se saugomoje byloje rasta 1936 m. Kauno
miesto ir apskrities virSininko Spaudos
ir draugijos skyriaus rastvedzio jrasyta
pastaba'®, anot kurios, remiantis Spaudos
jstatymo 40 straipsniu, zurnalui , Logos”
leisti nereikéjo tam tikry leidimy, kurie
buvo reikalingi kitiems leidiniams. Taigi
zurnalui leisti nereikéjo vidaus reikaly
ministro leidimo, nereikéjo pateikti laik-
rascio programos vidaus reikaly minis-
trui, vidaus reikaly ministras negaléjo
sustabdyti laikrascio leidimo ar jo uz-
drausti. Sitaip buvo dél to, kad Zurnalas
,Logos” buvo spausdinimas ne pagal
vidaus reikaly ministro, bet pagal Minist-
ry kabineto taisykles. Vis délto 1939 m.
vidaus reikaly ministras isreiské norg
gauti i$ Svietimo ministro surinkta infor-
macija apie i jo valdymo sritj patenkan-
¢iy valstybés institucijy, tarp ju ir uni-
versiteto, leidZiamus periodinius leidi-
nius nurodant leidinio pavadinima, re-
daktoriaus varda, pavarde, leidimo
vietg, daznuma, kuria kalba leidziamas
leidinys, leidéjo pavadinima bei leidinio
pobiidj. Taip pat pranesti apie minéty
duomeny pasikeitimus. Toks ministro
pageidavimas buvo motyvuojamas sta-
tistiniy duomeny rinkimu'”.

ZURNALAS ,LOGOS” 1938-1940 M.

1938 m. i$éjo paskutiniai zurnalo , Lo-
gos” numeriai. Matyt, tuo metu niekas
nesitikéjo, kad iki 1990 m. né vienas nu-
meris daugiau nepasirodys. Taip spren-
dziama i$ to, kad 1939 m. vasario 28 d.
Teologijos-filosofijos fakulteto taryba
patvirtino, kad fakulteto leidiniai ,,So-
ter”, ,Logos”, ,Athenaeum” bus spaus-
dinami du kartus per metus — geguzés ir

lapkricio ménesiais, o jei kuris numeris
véluoty, tai redaktorius turéty nurodyti
priezastj Fakulteto prezidiumui'®. Taciau
straipsnio autoré Fakulteto tarybos pose-
dziy protokoluose neberado jokiy pasta-
by dél zurnaly leidybos nutraukimo.
Apie tai, kad nebuvo planuojama nu-
traukti leidyba, byloja ir 1940 m. leidinio
redakcijai atsiystas Kauno miesto ir apsk-
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rities vir§ininko Spaudos ir draugijy sky-
riaus rastas, kuriuo informavo, jog vienu
tre¢daliu mazinamas visy periodiniy
leidiniy lapy skaicius®. Po keliy ménesiy
atéjo kitas rastas, kuriuo vidaus reikaly
ministras kelioms dienoms pratesé ter-
ming paduoti prasyma spausdinti Zur-
nala®. Ar toks prasymas buvo paduotas,
néra zinoma. Dar po keliy ménesiy Kau-
no miesto ir apskrities virSininko Spau-
dos ir draugijos skyriaus vedéjas jrase
pastaba, kad zurnalo ,Logos” paskutinis
numeris i$éjo 1938 m.*

Zurnalo leidimo nutraukimo prieZas-
tys yra dvilypés. Vieni teigia, kad taip
atsitiko dél sovietinés okupacijos (Stan-
¢iené 2009: 98, Lietuviy enciklopedija
1958: 408). Tam reikéty pritarti. Taciau
sovietiné okupacija prasidéjo 1940 m.,
taigi 1939 m. bent vienas numeris galéjo
iSeiti. Kodél jis neiséjo?

Galbit testi leidyba sutrukdé apskri-
tai susiklosciusi ekonominé padétis Sa-
lyje 1939 m. Lietuvai netekus Klaipédos
krasto. Stai ka 1939 m. liepos 15 d. fi-
nansy ministras rasé Svietimo minist-
rui*®: |, Istikusi musy valstybe Siemet
politiné krizé ir pastarosios padariniai
valstybés finansiniam tkiui priverté
skubiai pertvarkyti Siy mety valstybés
biudZeta sumazinimo prasme.” Jis per-
spéjo, kad ,,sudarant iy mety biudZzeto
paprastajj pakeitima, tegalés buti atsi-
zvelgta vien tik i tokius praSomus kre-
dity padidinimus, kuriems 1éSas susiras
pacios jstaigos, padarydamos atatinka-
mus sutaupymus kitose savo samaty
kredity pozicijose”.

,LOGOS” in the Interwar Lithuania: History, Authors

INTRODUCTION

In the Interwar Lithuania the philo-
sophical journal Logos was published
from 1921 to 1938. At the beginning, the
publication was released by the group
of people who were interested in phi-
losophy. However, in January 1923 it was
decided that the Faculty of Theology-
Philosophy of the University of Lithua-
nia would be in charge of the publication
of the journal. During those years the
chief editor of Logos was P. Dovydaitis.
In total 33 issues of the journal were pub-
lished where more than 30 Lithuanian
authors published their articles. The ma-
jority of them were the professors of the
university.
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In addition to articles on philosophy,
religion, culture, law, physics, logic,
mathematics, biology, bio-physiology,
psychiatry, psychology, linguistics, his-
tory, etc., the journal also published
translations of Western European phi-
losophers” works, and information on
philosophy related events in Lithuania
and other countries.

The article unveils the history of the
journal Logos, the challenges faced by the
chief editor of the journal P. Dovydaitis,
lives and destinies of the authors who
wrote articles for the journal. It also
shortly discusses the topics covered in
the journal.
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THE GOALS, TASKS AND BIRTH OF THE JOURNAL LOGOS

The journal Logos was one of the three
publications which had classical Greek
words in their titles. Two publications
were called Kosmos and Soter. Kosmos was
a journal of natural and geography sci-
ences, published from 1920, Soter was a
scientific journal of comparative religion
and it started in 1924. P. Dovydaitis men-
tioned that these three publications had
to represent “certain spheres of life of na-
ture and spirit” (Dovydaitis 1921a: 127).

The journal Logos started in 1921.
From 1921 to 1923 the journal was pub-
lished by the Circle of Amateur Philoso-
phers. Unfortunately, the founding doc-
uments of this circle as well as the docu-
ments witnessing the names of the circle
members could not be identified. Pos-
sibly the circle consisted of the future
Theology-Philosophy Faculty key fig-
ures. There is also the possibility that
such documents did not exist at all. Be-
sides, the journal was published as a
private initiative. The University of
Lithuania was still to be established.

Initially, P. Dovydaitis did not see the
journal as a periodical publication. This
fact is confirmed by P. Dovydaitis 1922
written statement to Kaunas city and
county governor: “I declare to this that
<..> the journal of philosophy Logos, the
first volume of which was published last
year, will now be a periodic publication”
(P. Dovydaitis Curriculum Vitae (13-01-
1920). LCSA. F. 391, desc. 4, c. 763, p. 11).
This statement also revealed the period-
icity of the issue of the journal. It was
planned to be published two to four
times a year at the Lithuanian State
Printing House. In his statement, P. Do-

vydaitis who was an extraordinary pro-
fessor at the University of Lithuania
named himself the journal editor-in-
chief and the publisher. The purpose of
this statement was to obtain certification
for all three publications, Kosmos, Logos
and Soter, to be successfully printed.
Without such a certificate and a state-
ment written by the editor, under sec-
tion 17 of the Law on the Press of 1919,
the publications could be confiscated,
and the publishers could be fined from
1,000 to 5,000 gold coins or imprisoned
for one to three months.

The purpose of the journal Logos is
described in one of P. Dovydaitis cur-
riculum vitae that was submitted to the
management of the University of Lithu-
ania. Here P. Dovydaitis very laconically
described the purpose of Logos: “to study
all questions of spirit, nature and phi-
losophy of society” (Ibid., p. 11).

This aim was detailed in the first ar-
ticle of the publication about the origin,
concept, tasks and areas of philosophy. .
Dovydaitis also revealed the main tasks
of Logos. He emphasized the need for
philosophical orientation for the intelli-
gentsia, and especially for the young in-
telligentsia. This was an effort of great
importance — the Lithuanian intellectual
was working on the “work of creating a
young independent state”. Thus in the
editor’s opinion, Logos was supposed to
disseminate philosophical knowledge,
develop thinking — “teach them to” phi-
losophize “themselves ..., we must learn
to see where the problems start, to set up
our own efforts to solve them, or to gain
a peculiar, free conviction, or to become
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one’s own in existing solutions” (Dovy-
daitis 1921b, p. 7). The description of the
purpose of the journal ended with the

words that the success of the work would
be demonstrated by “the very existence
of our journal”.

JOURNAL LOGOS IN THE PROTOCOLS OF THE SESSIONS
OF THEOLOGY-PHILOSOPHY FACULTY

The title page of Logos publication of
1924 has got the following indication:
,Published by the Philosophy Depart-
ment of the Theology-Philosophy Fac-
ulty of the University of Lithuania®. On
January 20, 1923 the Council of the Fac-
ulty of Theology-Philosophy approved
the journal Logos as the faculty publica-
tion: “In 1923 the faculty begins publish-
ing a publication on the issues of phi-
losophy which is called Logos”(Minutes
No 17 of the Council of Faculty of Theo-
logy-Philosophy (03-01-1923). LCSA.
F. 631, desc. 13, c. 155, p. 302).

On that day, other regulations related
to this publication were approved: the
first regulation said that the co-authors
of the publication had to be ex officio all
professors of the Faculty of Philosophy,
the second regulation identified that the
journal had to be published once a se-
mester and no more than twice a year.
There is a note in 1932 written by P.
Kuraitis to the Kaunas City and County
Governor that Logos and Athenaeum
were periodical publications issued
twice a year. Other regulations indicated
that the journal had to be of one hun-
dred pages, the summaries of the arti-
cles published in the journal and the
table of contens of the publication had
to be translated into French and Ger-
man, while articles written in a foreign
language had to be translated into Lith-
uanian, the titles of articles had to be
written in Latin, the authors’ names had
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to be transcribed using Latin transcrip-
tion, the publication expenses had to be
considered at the Faculty Council meet-
ing, and the proceeds from the journal
had to be paid into the state treasury.
The protocols also stated that the chief
editor had to be chosen by the profes-
sors of the Faculty of Philosophy. On the
same day, Professor P. Dovydaitis, a fac-
ulty professor, was elected editor-in-
chief of the journal Logos.

A few weeks after the meeting the
chief editor provided estimates to the
Faculty Council, which revealed that
1,500 copies of Logos had to be printed.
Finally, the number of copies increased
to one thousand. The editor often raised
the financial questions for publication of
the journal. For example, in December
of 1924 the Faculty Council discussed the
allocation of financial resources for Logos
and Soter publications. It was decided
that the Faculty Council would request
the Rector of the University to ,mediate
for the publications from the Faculty
about 9,000 litas”, and that the editor had
to be paid a higher salary than the fac-
ulty lecturer ad personam, because a sep-
arate personnel for the editor of publica-
tions was not established.

P. Dovydaitis presented the Faculty
publications printing procedure estab-
lished by the Faculty Presidium at one
of the Faculty meetings in 1928: each
volume of the journal had to be pub-
lished in one thousand copies.



The following principle determined
the price of the publication: after selling
eight hundred copies of each volume
and deducting twenty-five percent from
the commission, the State Treasury had
to receive the sum equal to the full cost
of the publication. The costs included:
remuneration to authors, translators and
the editor, as well as printing house ex-
penses. Besides, two hundred copies
were delivered free of charge to the Fac-
ulty, of which one hundred and fifty
were given to the University Central
Library, two copies to the Faculty Book-
store, a copy for University Bookkeeper,
Rector, Vice-Rector, Faculty Deans,
Academy of Agriculture, authors, as well
as the respective editors. Students could
buy the journals for the price that de-
ducted twenty-five percent commission.
It was decided to continue this proce-
dure. However, this procedure was con-
stantly changing with respect to changes
in faculty situation.

The problems and difficulties that the
journal Logos editor encountered can be
identified from protocols of the Board
meetings of the Faculty of Theology-
Philosophy.

The most frequently discussed issues
were royalties to authors and remunera-
tion to the editor. They were determined
by the norms set for state publications.
The price of the journal was also a mat-
ter of constant discussions — a copy price
was about ten litas. There were sugges-
tions to reduce the price for students or
sell the journal at half the price to make
it more affordable. It was noted that
other faculties had reduced the price of
old publications “and they were success-
fully selling them.”* (Minutes No 125,
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LCSA. F. 391, desc. 4, c. 846, p. 259; No
150, LCSA. F. 391, desc. 4, c. 857, p. 172.)

On one occasion it was decided to
reduce the number of pages of the pub-
lication and raise funds for publishing
of books. Once the journal even went to
court because the company ,Svyturys”
had not paid for the volumes published
in 1931 and 1932. The Dean of the Fac-
ulty represented the journal at the court.

Each year, the Faculty Council con-
cluded which publishing house — Spin-
dulys, Sviesa, Zaibas, Vilnius or State print-
ing House — had to get orders to print
the publication. Generally, a printing
house that offered the cheapest price
won the competition. The Faculty Coun-
cil also decided about what bookstore
had to sell the journals. Initially, the pub-
lication was available in all bookstores,
however, later, following the faculty
resolution the publications were avail-
able either in St. Kazimieras Society
bookstore in Kaunas and its branches in
Siauliai, Tel3iai, Ukmergé, Taurage,
Radviliskis and Kaisiadorys. The 1936
publication had the following notice:
“The commissioner of all publications of
the Philosophy-Theology Faculty is St.
Kazimieras Society Central Bookstore in
Kaunas”. This bookstore was chosen and
the contract between the Faculty and the
bookstore was concluded because the
store offered the most favourable terms
for sale. Publication issues were also dis-
cussed at Faculty Council meetings. For
example, in 1931 it was decided to print
only 500 copies of the journal (initially
the plan was to print 1500 copies, later
1000 copies). The discussions on the
question whose articles had the priority
privilege to be published were of great
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importance. First it was suggested that
the articles of faculty lecturers had to be
of priority, then it was resolved that au-
thors from outside the faculty would
have the priority, still later it was de-

cided that articles written by foreigners
had to be printed first. Non-faculty au-
thors who published their articles in
Faculty publications were remunerated
twice as less as the Faculty teachers.

JOURNAL LOGOS AND CENSORSHIP

The editor of the journal had to pro-
vide consultations not only with the Fac-
ulty Council, but also with Kaunas city
and county governor, as the latter was the
main executive of the Law on the Press
of 1919. In addition, the editors-in-chief
were subject to the requirements set out
in Article 13 of the said Law, under which
an editor could only be a Lithuanian
citizen who had never been prosecuted
for theft and similar crimes that degrade
the honour of a person. Thus, P. Dovy-
daitis had to periodically inform his su-
periors that he was eligible for the posi-
tion of editor-in-chief of the journal Logos.

In 1935 a new edition of the Law on
the Press was adopted which established
censorship for printed journals in Lithu-
ania. For example, the county governor
had the right to stop and put a ban on
printing of the publication. For that the
county governor had to send a resolution
to the Minister of the Interior, who could
then approve such a resolution, install a
ban on the distribution of publications
and confiscate them. The publication re-
quired the permission of the Minister of
the Interior. Article 12 of the Law on the
Press established that the aforesaid regu-
lations were not applicable to the printed
publications issued by the State. How-
ever, it is difficult to find out whether
Logos was considered a State journal.
Since 1921 the journal was published as
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a private publication, yet from 1924 it
was the publication of the Philosophy
Division of the Faculty of Philosophy and
Theology. Since the University was not a
private institution, the publication could
not be considered as a private journal. In
addition, a note from a clerk of the Press
and Society Division of Kaunas City and
County Governor of 1936 is available,
which affirmed that Article 40 of the Law
on the Press did not require the journal
Logos to obtain certain permissions that
were required for other publications.
Thus, the publication of the journal did
not require the permission of the Minister
of the Interior, the editor in chief did not
have to submit the journal programme to
the Minister of the Interior, the Minister of
the Interior did not have the authority to
suspend or close the journal. This was due
to the fact that the printing of the journal
Logos was carried out not by the Minister
of the Interior but by the Cabinet of Min-
isters. Nevertheless, the Minister of the
Interior expressed willingness to obtain
from the Minister of Education informa-
tion on periodicals issued by public au-
thorities, including the University, the ti-
tle, editor’s name, place of publication,
frequency of publication, name of a pub-
lisher and the nature of the publication.
Also, it was required to report changes
about the mentioned data. Such idea was
motivated by the collection of statistics.
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JOURNAL LOGOS IN 1938-1940

In 1938 the last editions of the journal
Logos were published. Apparently, at that
time, no one expected that the journal
would stop until 1990. There are docu-
ments that prove that on February 28,
1938 the Council of the Theology-Philos-
ophy Faculty confirmed that the Faculty
publications Soter, Logos, Athenaeum
would be published twice a year — in
May and November — and if a volume
is delayed, the editor had to give expla-
nations and provide reasons for the de-
lay to the Faculty Presidium.

Another fact which shows that the
closure of the publication was not planed
is a letter sent to the editorial office of
Kaunas City and County Press and Soci-
eties, informing them that the number of
pages of all periodicals was reduced by
one third. A few months later the Minis-
ter of the Interior extended the deadline
for submission of a request to print the
journal. However, it is unknown whether
such a request was made. A few months
later, the head of the Press and Society
Division of Kaunas City and County
Governor issued a note that the last vol-
ume of journal Logos came out in 1938.

The reasons for termination of the
publication of the journal are twofold.
Some argue that this was due to Soviet
occupation (Stancéiené 2009, p. 98;
Lietuviy enciklopedija 1958: 408). This
position is well-grounded. However, of-
ficially the Soviet occupation started in
1940. Thus, in 1939 at least one number
could have been published. So why
wasn't it published?

In 1939, when Lithuania lost Klaipeda
region the general economic situation in

the country was very tense. At that time
on July 15, 1939 the Minister of Finance
wrote to the Minister of Education on 15
July, 1939: “This year’s political crisis and
its repercussions on the financial econo-
my of the state have forced our country
to reorganize and reduce the annual
state budget”. The Minister warned that
“the simple amendment of the annual
budget could only take into account the
requested credit enhancements, which
would be found by the institutions them-
selves, with corresponding savings on
other credit lines in their estimates”. The
Minister of Education, for his part, for-
warded this letter to the University au-
thorities. Later, the Department of Indus-
try and Commerce of the Ministry of
Finance sent letters regarding the need
to save office supplies, especially paper,
as well as expenses allocated for office
heating. The National Audit Office in-
structed the University departments on
cutting the purchases of books or other
publications if those publications were
available at the Library of the Univer-
sity. In November of the same year, it
was decided that without the prior per-
mission of the National Audit Office, no
public institution, including the Univer-
sity, could carry out the procurement. As
editors, authors, translators who worked
for state-funded institutions, including
the contributors to the journal Logos were
paid by the government the reduction in
the annual budget of the state affected
all of them. The money was determined
by the Minister of Finance, with regard
to the decisions of the Cabinet of Minis-
ters. Thus, all regulations of the Minister
of Finance and the National Audit Office
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greatly influenced the performance of
the journal Logos as well.

All in all, the funding of the journal
was probably the greatest headache of the
chief editor. At the beginning of each year
he used to apply the Faculty Council for
funding and sometimes it took long time
to achieve positive funding results.

It should be noted, that annual sup-
port of the State for the maintenance of
the Philosophy Department of the Fac-
ulty of Theology-Philosophy consisted
of two hundred thousand litas from
which about 18 thousand litas was used
to cover the printing expenses of the vol-
umes and royalties. The financial diffi-

culties did not interfere with the Faculty
Council decision to publish the journals
Logos, Soter, Athenaeum. However, this
was not destined to happen.

During the period from 1921 to 1938,
thirty-three volumes of Logos were pub-
lished. It is believed that P. Dovydaitis
considerably contributed to the publica-
tion of the journal. He successfully over-
came the publication funding difficulties,
the dangers of censorship, constant
structural reforms of the Faculty of The-
ology-Philosophy, staff reduction and
even the initiative of state institutions to
close the Sector of Philosophy.

AUTHORS AND THEIR FATE

During the period from 1921 to 1938
more than thirty authors published their
articles in Logos.

Quite a few of the first-generation
Lithuanian philosophers who published
articles in Logos were the graduates of
Russian Imperial universities. However,
this fact is not a surprise. For many years
Lithuania was part of the Russian Empire.
We know that P. Dovydaitis, S. Salkauskis,
P. Leonas graduated from the Faculty of
Law at the University of Moscow, V. Sil-
karskis graduated from the Faculty of
History and Philology at the University
of Moscow, J. Slapelis graduated from
Faculty of Medicine at the University of
Moscow, M. Rackauskas studied classical
philology at Odessa University, P. Kurai-
tis, M. Reinys, V. Mykolaitis, I. Tamogaitis
were the students of Spiritual Academy
of Saint Peterburg, J. Blazys was a student
at Military Medicine Academy of Saint
Peterburg.
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Many of them also had the opportu-
nity to study philosophy at the universi-
ties of Western Europe. P. Kuraitis be-
came the student of Higher Institute of
Philosophy at the University of Louvain
in Belgium in 1909. Later he defended
the dissertation and received his Ph. D.
in philosophy. M. Reinys also had an
internship at this university. S. Salkauskis
studied philosophy at the University of
Fribourg in Switzerland and became
Doctor of Philosophy after he defended
the work “The Soul of the World in the
Philosophy of Vladimir Soloviev”. L. Ta-
mosaitis also studied at the University
of Fribourg, V. Mykolaitis at the Univer-
sities of Fribourg and Munich, and M.
Reinys also was a trainee at the Faculty
of Theology at Strasbourg University.
Some graduated only the universities of
Western Europe, for example, P. Jucaitis,
graduated the University of Fribourg,
B. Andruska - School of Jesuit theolo-



gians in France, A. Gylys graduated the
University of Munich, A. Puodziukynas —
University of Vienna.

The authors of younger generation of
scholars — P. Slavénas, P. Mantvydas,
J. Girnius, A. Maceina, A. Dambrauskas,
J. Pankauskas - studied at the Lithuanian
universities. P. Mantvydas, J. Girnius,
J. Pankauskas graduated from Faculty of
Theology-Philosophy. All of the above-
mentioned young scholars also attended
universities in Paris, Munich, Cologne,
Louvain, Strasbourg, Brussels, Fribourg,
Vienna, Leipzig. Some of them defended
their dissertations there, for example,
J. Pankauskas dissertation on the com-
parison of isolated and rhythmically
linked time intervals was published in
the journal Neue Psychologische Studien in
Leipzig. P. Slavénas studied at Yale Uni-
versity in the United States (Lietuviskoji
tarybiné enciklopedija 1983: 242).

Many of the authors were teachers at
the Faculty of Theology-Philosophy, for
example, P. Kuraitis, J. Eretas, P. Dovy-
daitis, M. Reinys, S. Salkauskis, A. Ma-
ceina, J. Pankauskas, A. Gylys, M. Rac-
kauskas, V. Mykolaitis. The Department
of Philosophy of the Faculty was divid-
ed into groups of philosophy, psycholo-
gy-pedagogy, history, geography, lan-
guage and literature, and subjects were
taught according to these groups. P.
Kuraitis taught history of modern phi-
losophy, gnoseology, sociology, specula-
tive moral theology, P. Dovydaitis — his-
tory of religions, ancient history, history
of Greek philosophy, history of peda-
gogy, history of philosophy, Greek and
Roman history, S. Salkauskis — logic,
general aesthetics, Introduction to Peda-
gogy, ]. Pankauskas — Experimental Ped-
agogy and Psychology, M. Reinys — Psy-
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chology of Religion, Psychology, M. Rac-
kauskas — Biblical Greek, History of
Greek Literature, Latin Author, History
of Roman Literature, General Course in
Greek, A. Maceina — Philosophy of Cul-
ture, Methodology of Scientific Work,
History of Pedagogy, New Streams of
Pedagogy, J. Eretas — General Literature,
History of German Literature, History
of Journalism and its Criticism, Austrian
and Swiss Literature, A. Gylys — History
of Pedagogy, method and practice of ex-
perimental psychology, school hygiene,
therapeutic pedagogy, V. Mykolaitis —
history of Lithuanian literature, intro-
duction to general literature, teaching
methodology.

Other authors have taught in other fac-
ulties, for example, J. Blazys was a teacher
at the Faculty of Medicine, A. Puodziuky-
nas at the Faculty of Mathematics and
Nature, I. Tamosgaitis, V. Silkarskis, V. My-
kolaitis at the Faculty of Humanities.

Obviously, the authors of articles, that
were published in the journal of Logos
were not just philosophers. They were
theologians (M. Reinys, I. Tamosaitis,
B. Andruska), chemists (P. Jucaitis), phi-
lologists (M. Rackauskas, J. Gobis, V. My-
kolaitis, A. Maceina, J. Girnius), histori-
ans (R. Bytautas), mathematicians, phys-
icists, astronomers (P. Slavénas, A. Puo-
dziukynas, A. Dambrauskas, O. Folkis),
lawyers (P. Dovydaitis, P. Leonas, S. Sal-
kauskis), psychiatrists, psychologists
(A. Gylys, J. Slapelis, J. BlaZys, J. Pan-
kauskas)

The authors of the publications were
not only the teachers at Vytautas Mag-
nus University, but also clergymen, pol-
iticians, writers, signatories of the Act of
Independence of Lithuania and the
heads of various institutions. P. Dovy-
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daitis served as a Prime Minister of Li-
thuania, S. Salkauskis was Rector of the
University, M. Rackauskas was a teacher
of Latin, Inspector of Schools, Director
of MaZeikiai Gymnasium, P. Kuraitis —
Dean of Faculty of Theology-Philosophy,
P. Leonas — Representative of Lithuania
at the State Duma of the Russian Empire,
later Minister of Justice and Home Af-
fairs, Dean of the Faculty of Law, M. Rei-
nys — Minister of Foreign Affairs, J. Bla-
zys — Head of one psychoneurological
hospital, A. Maceina — Head of book-
store, Vincas Mykolaitis — Chairman of
the Society of Writers of Lithuania, I. Ta-
mosaitis — priest, Chairman of the Union
of Lithuanian Journalists, I. Slapelis — the
head of the Gallery of M. K. Ciurlionis,
etc. It is impressive that somebody stud-
ied in the U.S. (P. Slavénas) or worked
in commercial banks in Turkestan as a
lawyer (S. Salkauskis).

P. Dovydaitis was the editor of the
journal. He studied at the Faculty of Law
of the University of Moscow. But around
1909 he appealed to the Minister of Ed-
ucation and Tsar of the Russian Empire
to allow him to study in the Department
of Philosophy of the Faculty of History
and Philology. However, the consent was
not granted. So, the editor had to pay for
the course units in the Department of
Philosophy. P. Dovydaitis was awarded
the silver medal for the competitive re-
search “Critique of the Giujo Ethical
System”. Plans to continue studies in this
section were hampered by the editor of
the newspaper Viltis in Vilnius and the
outbreak of the First World War.

A. Gylys had studied philosophy and
medicine at the University of Bavaria in
Munich. There he wrote and defended
two dissertations: one dissertation was on
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a philosophy issue and he obtained a doc-
toral degree in philosophy (refer to “Al-
fredo Anglo Psychological and Physio-
logical Opinions according to his writ-
ing — De motu cordis”) and the other dis-
sertation was on a medical question, so he
was awarded a doctoral degree in medi-
cine (indicate “Different Concentrations
on Alcohol Consumption”). He defended
the first dissertation in 1921 and the sec-
ond in 1925. One thesis was defended
cum laude, the other — maxima cum laude.

Juozas Eretas was born in Basel, Swit-
zerland. He studied the German lan-
guage, universal history, art and phi-
losophy at Fribourg University. In 1921
he defended dissertation summa cum
laude, entitled “Fribourg Jesuit Theatre
in Switzerland”, passed his doctoral ex-
aminations in magna cum laude. He was
awarded a doctorate in philosophy. From
1917 he worked in Lithuanian institu-
tions in Berne, Berlin, Lausanne, in 1919
he took the position of Director of the
Information Department of the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of
Lithuania and the Lithuanian Telegram
Agency (ELTA). In 1922 he joined the
First Lithuanian Volunteer Regiment. He
also lectured at the Lithuanian, later Vy-
tautas Magnus University.

The destinies of the authors of the in-
terwar journal Logos were cruel and trag-
ic. At least eight authors emigrated from
Lithuania to Germany, Switzerland, the
United States. At least six were arrested
and deported. Some of them returned to
Lithuania after the death of J. Stalin, oth-
ers were killed and shot in exile, includ-
ing P. Dovydaitis, chief editor of the jour-
nal of Logos. Some scientists continued
their activities in Soviet Lithuania.
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CONCLUSIONS

The first philosophy journal Logos
started in Lithuania in 1921. Initially, it
was published as a private initiative,
but later it became a publication of the
Theology-Philosophy Faculty of the
University of Lithuania. The publication
was funded from the state budget, and
the editor of the publication was se-
lected by professors from the Faculty of
Theology-Philosophy. P. Dovydaitis, a
professor of the Faculty, was the editor
of the journal from the beginning of its
existence until 1938.

From 1921 to 1938 more than thirty
authors published their works in Logos.
The diversity of their education, occupa-
tions and activities is impressive. Some
of them defended more than one disser-
tation and were awarded several doc-
